Guidelines

. All students and parents have access through a log-in available from the
school office.

3. Teachers will present a course outline in the first week of classes that
will present how a students’ grade is derived and reported on pinnacle.

4. The following symbols have special meaning:
> “X” denotes and omitted task and does not have any bearing on
the students’ grade. The task does not have to be completed by
the student.
> “Z” means the student has not handed-in the task and therefore

cannot receive a grade until the task is handed-in, counts as a zero
for grade calculation.
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5. Minor tasks will be graded and reported on Pinnacle within 3 school
days from due date.

B. Major tests, projects or essays will be graded and reported on Pinnacle
within 5 school days from due date.

1. Attendance is vital for student success and is reported and recorded on
a daily basis on classroom teachers.
