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Tips for Winter Walking:

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COME TO SCHOOL! 
 

G.R. Davis School staff will be working with families to improve school at-
tendance. 
Students need to attend school every day in order to feel good. To be suc-
cessful in school they need to be there for the lessons, the discussions, the 
group activities, and for all of the hands-on learning opportunities. When 
students miss school they will often have homework. It is sure not as fun as 
being there for all of the interaction! 
Acceptable reasons for missing school include a sick child or a necessary ap-
pointment. However, it is also common for some families to have difficulty 
with routines; or children may have worries or anxieties that need to be 
dealt with. Sometimes children do not attend school for other reasons such 
as: staying up too late, having trouble with the work or with another stu-
dent, worrying about social or home situations, wanting to play video 
games, or avoiding an assignment. While the student may feel that these 
are acceptable reasons for missing school, staff and parents do not agree. 
Kids who miss school for unacceptable reasons also say that they sometimes 
feel ‘out of place’ or embarrassed when they do return to class. 
It is important to have firm and consistent expectations for attending 
school. 
 
If your child will not be at school please phone the school and the reason for 
absence will be recorded. Teachers, Principals, or support staff will be con-
tacting families as soon as attendance problems are noted. A tracking form 
will be used to record the situation, the reasons for absences, and the ac-
tion plan. We hope to assist families to eliminate the barriers to school at-
tendance. We have a wide variety of resources and support services to assist 
with many issues.

The Accountability Pillar 
uses a set of 16 indicators 
consisting of surveys of 
students, parents and 
teachers on various as-
pects of quality; student 
outcomes such as dropout 
and high school comple-
tion rates; and provincial 
assessments of student 
learning. 

 
From January to the end 
of February, Alberta 
Education will be con-
ducting the annual Ac-
countability Pillar Survey.  
In January, parents of 
students in grades 4, 7 
and 10 will receive a 
survey from Alberta Edu-
cation.  In February, stu-
dents in grades 4, 7 and 
10 and all teachers will 
be completing their sur-
veys online at school.   

 
All surveys are anony-
mous and ask questions 
about experiences with 
the school.  In addition to 
English and French, the 
parent survey is available 
in Chinese, Punjabi, Ara-
bic, Blackfoot, Cree, Ko-
rean, Spanish and Taga-
log.   

 
Your participation in the 
survey helps provide im-
portant information on the 
quality of education your 
child is receiving, so we 
encourage you to return 
your survey promptly.  
 
Survey results will be 
available to school au-
thorities in May 2012, 
and will be reported 
publicly as part of their 3
-Year Education Pans .
