2) New Curriculum Updates and School Plans

a) W.A. Day School-Connie presented a power point highlighting what W. A. Day is doing to enhance first nation success and achievement and to support teachers in meeting the diverse needs of students in an inclusive classroom setting (Pyramid Response To Intervention)
b) G.R. Davis School- Ian presented on Covey work at G.R. Davis and new mathematics 
c) F.P. Walshe School-Rob presented on the F. P. Walshe separate Junior and Senoir High model, Foods classes and the new baking facilities, and what F. P. Walshe is doing around assessment (Pinnacle)
3) Trustee Report –Martha reported on undertakings of the board to improve technology. Shannon shared that there is a good article on the Alberta School Council Website and told parents about the Parent Conference coming up Saturday, February 12 in Claresholm.
Kids First Family Center Report- Secret Santa Program:  Thanks to the generosity of students, teachers, businesses and community groups, we were able to serve 41 families this year – thank you to all for your tremendous support!

Skate/Helmet Lending Program:  We are seeking donations of any size skates and helmets to supplement our inventory.  If you can help, please drop of items @ the Fort Macleod Health Centre.  

School Breakfast and Lunch Program:  We have secured funding for our Breakfast Program until June 2013.  6 months prior to that date, the Funder (Breakfast Clubs of Canada) will review our program and consider continuation of funds in 3 year cycles.  We have some funding for our Lunch program and are trying to secure more at this time so that we can continue the program in all four Fort Macleod schools.

Parental Support:  We are currently accepting referrals and parent requests for “Primary Care” Triple P program.  This program helps parents develop a plan to deal with specific behaviours (e.g. Whining, problems with bed-time, disobedience, tantrums etc.).  We offer 4 one-on-one sessions with one or both parents.  Each session lasts approximately 1 hour and a commitment to all 4 sessions is required.  We are planning to hold a “broader strokes” Triple P Seminar in March or April 2011.

Recreation Subsidies:  Canadian Tire Jumpstart has just begun a new “season”, offering subsidies of up to $300 per child to enable them to participate in physical activities that run for 5 sessions or more.  An endorsement by a professional is required in lieu of a means test.  Kids First Family Centre offers subsidies up to $100/child/year for recreation or arts programs for families that otherwise could not afford fees.

Good Food Box:  Exception value of fresh fruits and vegetables - $10 per participant, due on the last Thursday of each month, pick up on the second Thursday of the next month.

Community Kitchen:  The second Friday of each month, 11:00 AM – 1:00 PM, Community Hall.  Learn how to prepare a nutritious meal on a budget and take your meal home that day.

Teen Kitchen:  None this month, but typically the third Friday of each month, 1:30 PM, F.P. Walshe Bakery.  Same as Community Kitchen but for hungry teens.

In Development:  

· In partnership with Counsellors from F.P. Walshe School, an “Intervention’ type program for grade 7 girls.  The object is to help them make wise choices in the relationships they enter into throughout high school.

· Will host a Multicultural Festival on June 27, 2011.  Will involve foods, crafts and entertainment from the many cultures represented in Fort Macleod.  We encourage community members that are passionate about their culture to join us – please contact us for further information.

4) Project Read Report- Trish reported on up-coming activities for Family  Literacy Day, January 27
